Also,
avoid discharging material against a wall or obstruction,
which may cause discharged material to ricochet back
toward the operator.

Keep firm footing and balance. Do not overreach.
Overreaching can result in loss of balance or exposure to
hot surfaces.

The engine is equipped with a spark arrestor. Never
operate the unit without a spark arrestor screen.

Inspect the unit before each use for loose fasteners, fuel
leaks, etc. Replace damaged parts.

Many injuries occur as a result of the string trimmer being
pulled over the foot during a fall caused by slipping or
tripping. Do not hold on to the string trimmer if you are
falling; release the handle immediately.

Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts. Keep
clear of discharge area at all times as the rotating spindle
and trimmer lines can cause injury.

— If the equipment should start to vibrate abnormally, stop
the engine and check immediately for the cause. Vibration
is generally a warning of trouble.

— Shut the engine off and wait until the trimmer head comes
to a complete stop before cleaning the discharge area. The
trimmer head continues to rotate for a few seconds after
the control lever is released. Never place any part of the
body in the trimmer line area until you are sure the trimmer
head has stopped rotating.

— Never operate string trimmer without proper shield,
discharge cover, control lever or other safety protective
devices in place and working. - Never operate string
trimmer with damaged safety devices. Failure to do so can
result in personal injury.

— Use only parts made for this machine by the manufacturer
or identified by the manufacturer as acceptable
aftermarket replacements. Failure to do so can result in
personal injury.

Disconnect the spark plug wire and place it where it cannot
contact the plug or any other metal object.

ASSEMBLY

Your string trimmer requires some assembly. This unit ships from
our factory without oil. It must be properly serviced with fuel and
oil before operation.

If you have any questions regarding the assembly of your string
trimmer, call our Technical Support Team at 1-877-338-0999.
Please have your serial number and model number available.

Unpacking
1. Set the shipping carton on a solid, flat surface.

2. Remove all contents from the carton.

Handle Assembly

1. Pivot the upper handle upward into the operating position and

choose the handle height that is comfortable for the user.

2. Ensure that the adjuster teeth are aligned to seat into each

other then, push the handle adjust levers inward to lock them

into place.

3. Gently pull the recoil rope out of the engine. Loop the rope
through the eye bolt on the lower handle.

Trimmer Guard Installation

1. Align trimmer guard with 3 holes on the top face. Insert three
(3) self tapping screws with either 8mm socket or wrench or
a Phillips screwdriver (not included), securely tighten.

2. Place the end of the trimmer guard onto the bolt through the
slot. Thread an M6 nut onto the bolt. Use a 10mm socket or
wrench (not included), securely tighten.

Replacing or Installing the Trimmer Line

For the best performance, use a heavy gauge .155” (3.9 mm)
diameter trimmer line. Cut the length of the trimmer line to 24”

(61 cm). Use the length guide, located on the shield, to make sure
the trimmer line is the correct length. Place one end of the trimmer
line at location “A” and bend it around the shield to location “B.”
Cut line at location “B”.

Cutting string can be wrapped in a variety of ways. Below is
preferred but there are other methods available. The wrapping
method and cutting string thickness chosen is ultimately based on
what is determined the best for the operator.

To wrap the trimmer line in the standard configuration, follow the
steps below.

Before inspecting, cleaning, or servicing the string trimmer,
shut off the engine. Wait for all moving parts to stop,
disconnect spark plug wire and move it away from the spark
plug. Failure to follow these instructions could result in
personal injury or damage to the trimmer.

1. Remove the worn trimmer line from the trimmer head. Cut the
trimmer line if stuck or it will not pull out. Cut the length of
the 2 pieces of trimmer line to 24” (61 cm).

Fold the replacement trimmer line in half and insert both ends
through the loop near the edge of the spindle. Pull the ends
of the trimmer line through the loop until the line is securely
beneath the metal tab.

ASSEMBLY

3. Wrap the ends back around and create a knot, starting with
the right side.

4. Continue with the left side, then pull the ends of the trimmer
line through the loop until the line is secure.

5. Pull tight to ensure the knot is tight and each end if even.
If the ends are not even, loosen the knot and adjust as
necessary, pull the knot tight.

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OPERATION

Before operating your machine, carefully read and understand
all safety, controls and operating instructions in this Operator’s
Manual.

Failure to follow these instructions can result in serious
personal injury.

Slopes are a major factor related to slip and fall accidents, which
can result in severe injury. Operation on slopes requires extra
caution. If you feel uneasy on a slope, do not trim on it. For your
safety, use a slope gauge to measure slopes before operating this
machine on a sloped or hilly area. If the slope is greater than 15
degrees, do not trim on it.

Trim across the face of slopes; never up and down. Exercise
extreme caution when changing direction on slopes.

Watch for holes, ruts, rocks, hidden objects, or bumps which can
cause you to slip or trip. Tall grass can hide obstacles.

Always be sure of your footing. A slip and fall can cause serious
personal injury. If you feel you are losing your balance, release the
control lever immediately and the spindle will stop rotating within
three (3) seconds.

DO NOT trim near drop-offs, ditches or embankments, you
could lose your footing or balance.

DO NOT trim slopes greater than 15 degrees.

DO NOT not trim on wet grass. Unstable footing could cause
slipping.

Add Engine Oil

DO NOT attempt to crank or start the engine before it has been
properly filled with the recommended type and amount of oil.

Damage to the engine as a result of failing to follow these
instructions will void your warranty.

% NOTICE

The recommended oil type for typical use is 10W-30
automotive oil.

If running string trimmer in extreme temperatures, refer to the
“Recommended Engine Oil Type” chart.

Ambient temperature

1. Place the string trimmer on a flat, level surface.

2. Remove oil fill cap/dipstick and, using a funnel, add up to
0.5 US gt. (500 mL) of oil (included) and replace oil fill cap/
dipstick. DO NOT OVERFILL.

3. Insert the oil fill cap into the oil filler neck and seat it in place

4. Remove the oil fill cap/dipstick and check the oil level. The oil
level should be at or near the OIL FILL mark on the dip stick.

5. Check engine oil level before every use and add as needed.

Check oil level often during the break-in period. Refer to the
Maintenance section for recommended service intervals.



% NOTICE

The first 5 hours of run time is the break-in period for the
engine. During the break in period, it is recommended to use
standard automotive, non-synthetic blended oils. Adjusting
throttle setting will increase/ decrease engine speed helping
to seat piston rings. Avoid bogging or lugging the engine down
and avoid prolonged running at constant RPM. After the 5 hour
break-in period, change the oil.

% NOTICE

Synthetic oil may be used after the 5 hour initial break-in
period. Using synthetic oil does not decrease the recommended
oil change interval. Full synthetic 5W-30 oil will aid in starting
in cold ambient < 41° F (5° C) temperatures.

% NOTICE

Weather will affect engine oil and engine performance. Change
the type of engine oil used based on weather conditions to suit
the engine needs.

Add Fuel

DO NOT mix oil with gasoline.
1. Remove the gasoline cap.

2. Slowly add gasoline to the tank. Tank is full when gasoline
reaches red circle on screen. DO NOT OVERFILL. Gasoline
can expand after filling. A minimum of % in. (6.4 mm) of
space left in the tank is required for gasoline expansion,
although more than % in. (6.4 mm) is recommended. Gasoline
can be forced out of the tank as a result of expansion if
overfilled, and can affect the stable running condition of the
string trimmer.

4. Screw on the gasoline cap and wipe away any spilled fuel.

Use unleaded gasoline with @ minimum octane rating of 87
and an ethanol content of 10% or less by volume.

DO NOT light cigarettes or smoke when filling the tank.

DO NOT mix oil and gasoline.

DO NOT overfill the tank. Fill tank to approximately %4 in.
(6.4 mm) below the top of the tank to allow for gasoline
expansion.

DO NOT pump gasoline directly into the string trimmer at the
pump. Use an approved fuel container to transfer the gasoline
to the string trimmer.

Pouring gasoline too fast through the fuel screen may result in
gasoline splashing over the string trimmer and operator while
filling.

A DANGER

Always shut off engine before fueling. Never add fuel to a
machine with a running or hot engine. Wait at least 2 minutes
to allow for cool down before refueling. Move at least 50°

(15 m) from refueling site before starting engine. Do no smoke
and stay away from open flames and sparks. Failure to safely
handle fuel could result in serious personal injury and or
property damage.

% NOTICE

The string trimmer engine works well with 10% or less ethanol
blended gasoline. When using ethanol-gasoline blends there
are some issues worth noting:

— Ethanol-gasoline blends can absorb more water than
gasoline alone.

— These ethanol blends can eventually separate, leaving
water or a watery goo in the tank, fuel valve and
carburetor. The compromised gasoline can be drawn into
the carburetor and cause damage to the engine and/or
create potential hazards.

— If a fuel stabilizer is used, confirm that it is formulated to
work with ethanol-gasoline blends.

— Any damages or hazards caused by using ethanol blended
gasoline higher than 10% by volume, improperly stored
gasoline, and/or improperly formulated stabilizers, are not
covered by manufacturer’s warranty.

It is advisable to always shut off the gasoline supply and
run the engine to starvation after each use. See Storage
instructions for extended non-use.

% NOTICE head control lever against the upper handle to start the
trimmer head.

Adjust Trimmer Head Height

The trimmer head height can be adjusted to your desired trimming
height for various applications.

2. Slide the trimmer head upward or downward to the desired
position.

3. Securely tighten the wing nuts to lock the trimmer head into
position.

Operation at High Altitude

The density of air at high altitudes is lower than at sea level.
Engine power is reduced as the air mass and air-fuel ratio
decrease. Engine power and output will be reduced approximately
31%2% for every 1000 ft. of elevation above sea level. At high
altitudes increased exhaust emissions can also result due to the
increased enrichment of the air fuel ratio. Other high altitude
issues can include hard starting, increased fuel consumption and
spark plug fouling.

MAINTENANCE

To alleviate high altitude issues other than the natural power

loss, CPE can provide a high altitude carburetor main jet. The
alternative main jet and installation instructions can be obtained
by contacting our Technical Support Team. Installation instructions
are also available in the Technical Bulletin area of the CPE website.

The part number and recommended minimum altitude for the
application of the high altitude carburetor main jet is listed in the
following table.

In order to select the correct high altitude main jet it is necessary
to identify the carburetor model. For this purpose, a code is
stamped on the side of the carburetor. Select the correct high
altitude jet part number corresponding to the carburetor code
found on your particular carburetor.

New engines and equipment must be designed, built and equipped, at the time of sale, to meet U.S. EPA regulations
for small off-road engines. CPE warrants the emission control system on your small off-road engine and equipment for the period of time
listed below, provided there has been no abuse, neglect, unapproved modification, or improper maintenance of your equipment.

Your emission control system may include parts such as the carburetor, fuel-injection system, the ignition system, catalytic converter and
fuel lines. Also included may be hoses, belts, connectors and other emission related assemblies. Where a warrantable condition exits, CPE
will repair your small off-road engine at no cost to you including diagnosis, parts and labor.

MANUFACTURER’S EMISSION CONTROL SYSTEM WARRANTY COVERAGE:

This emission control system is warranted for two years, subject to provisions set forth below. If, during the warranty period, an emission
related part on your engine is defective in materials or workmanship, the part will be repaired or replaced by CPE.

OWNER’S WARRANTY RESPONSIBILITIES:

As the small off-road engine owner, you are responsible for the performance of the required maintenance listed in your Owner’s Manual.

EMISSION CONTROL SYSTEM WARRANTY

The following are specific provisions relative to your Emission Gontrol System (ECS) Warranty Coverage.

3.

APPLICGABILITY: This warranty shall apply to 1997 and later model year small off-road engines. The ECS Warranty Period shall begin
on the date the new engine or equipment is delivered to its original, end-use purchaser, and shall continue for 24 consecutive months
thereafter.

GENERAL EMISSIONS WARRANTY COVERAGE
CPE warrants to the original, end-use purchaser of the new engine or equipment and to each subsequent purchaser that the ECS
when installed is:

2a. Designed, built and equipped so as to conform to U.S. EPA emissions standards for spark-ignited engines at or below 19 kilowatts.

2b. Free from defects in materials and workmanship that cause the failure of a warranted part to be identical in all material respects
to the part as described in the engine manufacturer’s application for certification for a period of two years.

THE WARRANTY ON EMISSION-RELATED PARTS WILL BE INTERPRETED AS FOLLOWS:

3a. Any warranted part that is not scheduled for replacement as required maintenance in the Operator’s Manual shall be warranted for
the ECS Warranty Period. If any such part fails during the ECS Warranty Period, it shall be repaired or replaced by CPE according
to Subsection “d” below. Any such part repaired or replaced under the ECS Warranty shall be warranted for any remainder of the
ECS Warranty Period.

3b. Any warranted, emissions-related part which is scheduled only for regular inspection as specified in the Operator’s Manual
shall be warranted for the ECS Warranty Period. A statement in such written instructions to the effect of “repair or replace as
necessary”, shall not reduce the ECS Warranty Period. Any such part repaired or replaced under the ECS Warranty shall be
warranted for the remainder of the ECS Warranty Period.

3c. Any warranted, emissions-related part which is scheduled for replacement as required maintenance in the Operator’s Manual shall
be warranted for the period of time prior to the first scheduled replacement point for that part. If the part fails prior to the first
scheduled replacement, the part shall be repaired or replaced by CPE according to Subsection “d” below. Any such emissions-
related part repaired or replaced under the ECS Warranty, shall be warranted for the remainder of the ECS Warranty Period prior to
the first scheduled replacement point for such emissions-related part.

3d. Repair or replacement of any warranted, emissions-related part under this ECS Warranty shall be performed at no charge to the
owner at a CPE Authorized Service Outlet.

3e. The owner shall not be charged for diagnostic labor which leads to the determination that a part covered by the ECS Warranty is in
fact defective, provided that such diagnostic work is performed at a CPE Authorized Service Outlet.

3f. CPE shall pay for covered emissions warranty repairs at non-authorized service outlets under the following circumstances:

i. The service is required in a population center with a population over 100,000 according to U.S. Census 2000 without a CPE
Authorized Service Outlet AND

ii.The service is required more than 100 miles from a CPE Authorized Service Outlet. The 100 mile limitation does not apply in the
following states: Alaska, Arizona, Colorado, Hawaii, Idaho, Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, New Mexico, Oregon, Texas, Utah and
Wyoming.

3g. CPE shall be liable for damages to other original engine components or approved modifications proximately caused by a failure
under warranty of an emission-related part covered by the ECS Warranty.

3h. Throughout the ECS Warranty Period, CPE shall maintain a supply of warranted emission-related parts sufficient to meet the
expected demand for such emission-related parts.

3i. Any CPE Authorized and approved emission-related replacement part may be used in the performance of any ECS Warranty
maintenance or repair and will be provided without charge to the owner. Such use shall not reduce CPE’s warranty obligation.

3j. Unapproved add-on or modified parts may not be used to modify or repair a CPE engine. Such use voids this ECS Warranty and
shall be sufficient grounds for disallowing an ECS Warranty claim. CPE shall not be liable hereunder for failures of any warranted
parts of a CPE engine caused by the use of such an unapproved add-on or modified part.
